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INTRODUCTION

The UPA Government in the lagt two years has tried to initiate programmes to trandate its
promises to the people for soddly jus and indusve growth. Certan ongoing programmes
were consolidated or dtered to increese their efficiency and certan new programmes were
initiated in important areas like employment, hedth, educaion, rurd infragructure, urban
renewd and providing people alegd framework for the Right to Information.

The Sava Shiksha Abhiyan which is an ongoing programme for universdistion of
dementary educaion wes conlidated by providing additiond financid dlocations and a
cregtion of a dedicated Prarambhik Shiksha Kosh through a 2% cess introduced for the first
time.  The provison of cooked midday med was universdized to provide an incentive-
dructure to the students and is proving very successful by raisng both enrolment and retention
rates. 1.88 lakh ICDS centres have been opened in the last two years to provide nutritiona

care to young children.

In the area of hedth care, a mgor architectura correction was made to move from vertica
disscese management programmes to comprehensve hedth-care through an  inter-sectora
didrict hedth plan which provides for a community hedth activig in each village, untied funds
to dl sub-hedth centres improvement of public hedth infrastructure of rurd hospitds and
meking them accountable through Indian Public Hedth Standards An inter-sectord hedth plan
that combines action on hedth and determinants of hedth would be prepared a the didtrict
level from this year onwards. This programme is mog rdevant to 18 backward Sates from the
point of health indicators and commenced on 12" April, 2005.

The Jawaharld Nehru Nationd Urban Renewd Misson represents the firgt effort of its kind
where Govenment of India is intervening in a mgor way to improving the qudity of living in
the dties It focuses on improving urban infragtructure, improving governance and
improvement in sarvices to the urban poor. It covers 63 cties  Comprehendve city
deveopment plans are prepared and funded under this misson. This programme commenced
on the 3° December, 2005 and has completed only six months



Bharat Nirmen has been a mgor initigive conceived as a time-bound plan for rurd
infragtructure. 1t seeks to provide dectricity to al remaning villages, drinking water supply to
al uncovered and dippedtback habitations, connect dl hebitations with a populaion of 1000
(500 in hilly and tribd areas) with an dl-weather road, creste additiond irrigation capecity of 1
crore hectares, build 60 lakh houses for the rurd poor and cover every village with a telephone.
Progress under Bharat Nirman is being monitored on a regular basis and the performance in the
firsd year shows tha in few of the above gods targets have been exceeded. This programme
has only completed one year as it commenced in the financid year 2005-06.

The NREGA provides a legd guarantee for 100 days of work to rurd households and has been
notified initidly in 200 didrictcs The scheme commenced on 2 February, 2006. In the firg
three months of operation it has been adle to provide jobs to 53 lakh rurd people, despite the
fact that in severa dates the programme could not start for a variety of reasons. It is the firg
such effort in the world to provide legd guarantee for a Right to Work and the programme is
being keenly watched by development obsarvers dl over the world.

To consolidate democracy and ensure the rights of ditizens a Right to Informaion Act was
pased in 2005. It is expected that this Act will lead to trangparency and accountsbility in
public life.

The role of these flagship programmes vary consderably from dae to dae. Some dates have
dready achieved the targets being addressed by these programmes, while certain other dates
have a larger share of the backlog. As they consolidate over the next few years a new era of
equdizing and soddly indusve growth would become a redity, a key commitment of the
UPA government.

Sava Shiksha Abhiyan(SSA) is the naiond flagship progranme to achieve universa
dementary education in a misson mode The gods of SSA ae dl 614 age children in
school/EGS  (Education Guarantee Scheme) centrelbridge course by 2005; bridge dl gender
and socid category gaps a primary sage by 2007 and a dementary educaion levd by 2010;
universd  retention 2010; and focus on dementary education of saidactory qudity with
emphags on education for life. SSA has a funding pattern of 75:25 between the centre and the
dates during the Xth Plan peiod. In the Union Budget 2006-07, Outlay for SSA has been
increased from Rs7,156 crores for 2005-06 to Rs.10,041 crores for 2006-07.

3. Mid-Day Meal Scheme

Nationd Programme of Nutritiond Support to Primary Education (commonly known as
Mid-Day Med Scheme) today is the largest school nutritiond programme in the world
covering nearly 12 crore children in more than 95 lekhs primary schools’Education Guarantee
Scheme(EGS)/Alterndtive and Innovative Educetion (AIE) centres. The Scheme provides a hot
cooked med of aminimum 300 cdories and 8-12 gms of protein.

This scheme was revised with effect from September, 2004. Dry rations were replaced
with a cooked nourishing school med, funded manly by the Centrd Government. Centrd
assiganceis provided to States’'UTs for the following components -

) Free food grains of 100 gms. (Rice/whest) per child per school day
i) Cooking Assistance @ Re. 1/- per child, per school day
i) Reimbursement of trangportation cost @ Rs. 75 per Quintd,




Iv) Assdance for Management, Monitoring and Evdudion @ 1.8% of (i) to
(ifi).
In the Union Budget 2006-07, Outlay for Mid-Day Med Scheme has been increased by
60% i.e. from Rs.3345 crores for 2005-06 to Rs.5348 crores for 2006-07.

The Scheme in its fird year of implementaiion, has led to the folowing postive

In a new path-bregking initiative, it has been decided to empower mothers of 12 crore
school children covered under the scheme to supervise the preparation and serving of the medl.
Mothers are being encouraged to come forward and teke turn to supervise the feeding of the
children, thus ensuring regularity and qudity of the med. This initigive is amed a gving
mothers a voice and a role and greater ownership of the programme. States have been
requested to launch a concerted campaign for mass mohilization of mothers.

4, Integrated Child Development Services (ICDS) Scheme

The Integrated Child Devedopment Services (ICDS) Scheme today is the World's largest
Programme amed a enhancing the hedth, nutrition and learning opportunities of infants,
young children (0-6 years) and ther mothers It is the foremost symbol of Indias commitment
to its children — Indids response to the chdlenge of providing pre school education on one
hand and bresking the vicious cyde of md-nutrition, mortdity, and morbidity, on the other.

The Scheme provides an integrated gpproach for converging basc  sarvices  through
community-based honorary workers viz. Anganwadi Workers and Helpers. The services ae



provided a a centre cdled the ‘Anganwad’’ which literdly means a courtyard play centre, a
childcare centre located within the village itsalf. The package of services provided are

supplementary nutrition,
Immunization,

health check-up,

referral services,

pre-school non-forma  education and
nutrition & hedlth education

It is a Centrdly sponsored scheme implemented through the State Governments with
100 per cent financid assstance from the Centrd Government for dl inputs other than
supplementary  nutrition which the States were to provide fram ther own resources.
However, from the year 2005-06, the Government of India has decided to provide
Central assistance to States for supplementary nutrition also to the extent of 50% of
the actud expenditure incurred by States or 50% of the cost norms, whichever isless.

The Government's emphass has been on integrated & haligic devdopment of children,
& fa as the two badc dements of human resource devedopment, i.e hedth and
education, are concerned. As development has severd inter-rdated dimensons — physicd,
cognitive, socid, emationd and psychologicd, therefore, a synergigic gpproach to the
implementation of the Scheme becomes ineviteble.

Needless to say, learning occurs in dl these areas and influences others, al of which
develops smultaneoudy. The Scheme, therefore envisages inter-sectord convergence of
vaious savices viz. nutrition, hedth and education through the Anganwedi Centres. The
svices ae ddivered through different Depatments converging a the Anganwadi
Centre. The Depatments include Hedth, Rurd Devdopment, Drinking Water Supply,
Panchayati Rg Inditutions etc. These work in synchronization with each other.

Significant Achievementsduring thelast two years
> Expangon of ICDS Scheme: Implementation of ICDS Scheme in X Pan wes
limited to 5652 Projects which were sanctioned in IX plan. However, to fulfill its
commitments contained in the National Common Minimum Programme
(NCMP) to universalize the Scheme, the Governmet, in 2005-06, has
agoproved expanson of the ICDS Scheme to 467 additiond projects and 1.88 lakh
additiona Anganwadi Centres. The expandon of the Scheme is edimated to cost

an additiond sum of Rs. 476.00 crore per annum.

> Kishori Shakti Yojana which was in operation only in 2000 Blocks has been
expanded in the lagt fiscd year 2004-05, to cover dl 6113 ICDS Blocks with
additiond financid implication of about Rs 45.30 crore per annum.

» Alongsde expanson of the Scheme, the budget dlocation of the Scheme has dso
increased from Rs. 2167.44 crore in 2004-05 to Rs 3685.30 crore in 2005-06 and
Rs. 4543.00 crore in the current year, 2006-07.

> FHnancid norm of Re 1/- per benefidary per day for supplementary nutrition
under the ICDS Scheme, fixed in 1991, has been dmost doubled in October 2004.



> Till 2004-05, Saes were responsible for providing supplementary nutrition out of
ther own resources. With a view to improving the nutritiond and hedth Satus of
children and women, grant-inad pattern has, however, from the year 2005-06,
been modified and the Government of India now provides Centrd assstance to
States for supplementary nutrition aso to the extent of 50% of the financid norms
or 50% of the actud expenditure incurred by States, whichever is less. Rs. 974.59
crore was released to States in 2005-06 under the scheme.

» Government of India has decided to undertake condruction of Anganwadi Centres
in North East States with increase in cost of condruction from Rs. 1.25 lakh to Rs.
175 lakh per AWC. During 2005-06 funds for condruction in the North Eagtern
States have been released @ Rs.1.75 lakhs per AWC.

> Beow Povety Line (BPL) is no longer the criteria for sdection of bendficiaries of
supplementary nutrition under the ICDS Scheme.

» Theae has been dgnificant progress in the implementation of ICDS Scheme
during the last two years both, in terms of incresse in number of operationd
projects and Anganwadi Centres (AWCs) and coverage of beneficiaries as

Implementation of ICDS Schemein Maharashtra:

In Maharashtra 372 ICDS Projects and 63994 Anganwadi centres (AWCS) were in
operation a on 31% October, 2005. Beside this 44 new projects and 12864 AWCs sanctioned
in 2005-06. Under the scheme 2548152 Children (6 months to 6 years) and 738625 pregnant
& Lactaing Mothers were getting benefits.  The State dso got Rs 9869.23 lakhs from the
Centre for Supplementary Nutrition Programme (SNP) in 2005-06.

5. Bharat Nirman

Bharat Nirman is a time-bound plan for action in rud infrastructure. The sx areas covered
under this plan are rurd dectrification, rurd water supply, rurd housing, roads, rurd telephone
connectivity and irrigation. Bhara Nirman commenced only in fiscd year 2005-06. In what
follows, progress of each component in the past year has been given.

5.1 Rural Electrification

I ntroduction;



Electricity has become one of the basc human needs. Rurd Electrification is, therefore, a vitd
programme for socio-economic devdopment of rurd aess. The Minidry of Power has
introduced the scheme Rajiv Gandhi Grameen Vidhyutikaran Ygana (RGGVY) in Apil
2005, which ams a providing dectricity in dl villages and habitations in five years and access
to dectricity to dl rurd households. This programme has been brought under the ambit of
Bharat Nirman.

Goal:

The god is to provide dectricty to remaning 1,25000 un-dectrified villages by 2009 through
the programme ingrument of Rgiv Gandhi Grameen Vidhyutikaran Yogjana In addition it will
dn provide 23 million houssholds with dectricty.  As per the Census of 2001, 1,25,000
villages remained uncovered.

Components of infrastructure:

To be ale to achieve this objective, Rurd Electricity Didribution Backbone with a leest a
3311 KV sub-gation would be st up in each block, a& least one Didribution Trandformer in
esch habitation of every village or hamlet as Village Electrification Infrasructure, Stand-alone
grid with generation where grid supply is not feasible.

Finances:

90% capitad subsdy will be provided for overdl cost of the projects under the scheme
The cgpitd subddy for digible projects will be through the Rurd Eledtrification
Corporation Limited, which will be the nodd agency.

Electrification of un-eectrified Bdow Poverty Line (BPL) households is being financed
with 100% capital subsdy @ Rs.1500/- per connection in al rurd habitetions.

Others will be paying for the connections a prescribed connection charges and no
subsidy will be mede available

Prioritization:

For creation of village decirification infresructure, firg priority will be given to un-eectrified
villages. Preference for dectrification will be given to Ddit Badis, Tribd sdtlements and
habitations of weeker sections.

Status of Rural Electrification [All India]

Under Rgiv Gandhi Grameen Vidhyutikaran Yojana, the budget dlocation during 2005-06 was
Rs. 1100 crore while Centrad releases upto March 2006 was Rs. 1561.052 crore. 9819 villages
were covered in the year 2005-06 as againg physicd target of 10, 366 villages In dl 33, 179
households were covered upto March 20006 under the programme, of which 16815 were from
Bdow Poverty Line [BPL] households.

Status of Rural Electrification in Maharashtra



The totd no. of inhabited villages as per 1991 census in Maharaghtra is 40412 while the tota
no. of villages dectrified 0 far is 40,351. The baance 61 villages ae not fessble for
electrification, as aresult of which the % of eectrified villages in Maharashtrais 100%.

5.2 Rural Water Supply

Goal: Under Bharat Nirman Project, every habitation to have a sdfe drinking water: 55,067
uncovered hebitations to be covered by 2009. In addition, dl habitations which have dipped
back from full coverage to partia coverage due to falure of source and habitations which have
water qudity problems to be addressed. The Minidry of Rurd Deveopment is respongble for
mesting this god in partnership with State Governments.

The Minidry of Rurd Deveopment, Depatment of Drinking Water Supply is responsible for
medting this god in patneship with State Governments. The programme ingrument of the
Government of India is a Centrdly Sponsored Scheme of Accderaied Rurd Waer Supply
Progranme under implementation snce 1972-73 which is funded on a 50% matching share
bass between the Government of India and the State Governments. Since 1972, over 37 lakh
handpumps and 1.5 lakh pipe water supply sysems have been st up to provide safe water to
over 15 lakh habitations in the country at acost of over Rs50,000 crore.

Accderated Rural Water Supply Programme

The Centrd Government supplements the efforts of the State by providing assstance under this
programme for providing drinking water to dl. Powers have been ddegated to the States to

plan, sanction and implement the schemes, while the Centrd Government has increased its
budget dlocation from Rs.2900 crore in 2004-05 to Rs4050 crore in 2005-06. Apart from the
55,067 villages, 2.8 lakh villages which have been eimated by the Planning Commission as
dipped-back villages would aso be covered under this programme. Factors like lowering of
underground water table and sources of water becoming quality affected are cited as reasons for
the dipping back of villages Spedd initidtives are dso under way for coverage of rurd

schools with drinking water supply.  During 2004-05, 69,639 habitations and during 2005-06,
68,254 habitations have been covered.

I mplementation of the Scheme in Maharashtra:
Maharashtra : Under the Accderated Rurd Water Supply Programme, a totd of 2245

habitations and 1889 schools were covered in the year 2004-05. In the year 2005-06, a totd of
587 habitations and 2000 schools were covered.

5.3 Rural Housing

The Indira Awas Yojana (IAY): Addresses housing shortage as an important component of
poverty dleviaion in rurd India The Bharat Nirman Programme has recognised and accorded



due priority to the need to end shdterlessness and it is envisaged to condruct 60 lakh houses
over the next four years across the country, dating from 14.41 lakh houses in 2005-06. The
2001 census places rurd housng shortege figures a 148 lakhs. The Minidry of Rurd
Devdopment through IAY undertakes housing to rurd poor as a centrdly sponsored scheme
where the cogt is shared between the Centre and States on a 75:25 bass.  Greater emphasis is
lad to the dates with higher incidence of sheterlessness 75% weightage is given to housing
shortage and 25% weightage to the poverty raios prescribed by the Planning Commisson for
State-levd dlocations. For didrict-levd dlocations 75 % weghtage is given agan to housng
shortage and 25 % to SC/ST component of the population. Grant assstance is provided to the
extent of Rs 25000 per house for normd aess and Rs. 27,500 for hilly arees. Funds are
released in two ingalments.

The implementation guiddines of the scheme specificdly target the rurd below poverty line
(BPL) households The sdection of beneficiaries is done by the respective Gram Sabha from
the BPL lig. The house dlotment would be in the name of the femade members of the family.
While seeking to empower the rurd women, the scheme adso provides a quota for physcdly
and mentdly chdlenged persons ex-sarvicemen, widows and freed bonded labourers. The lot
of the rurd underprivileged is sought to be dleviated by the provison tha a lees 60% of the
beneficiaries should beong to the SC/ST communities. The IAY stheme dso lays emphass on
individud sanitation and hedth by incorporating the cog of a sanitary larine and smokdess
chulhainto the grant.

An outlay of Rs2750 crore has been provided during the current year 2005-06 as compared to
last year's dlocation of Rs2500 crore.  During 2005-06, with the present outlay, 14.41 lakh
houses are targeted to be condructed under IAY. Agang this target, 11.83 lakh houses have
been congtructed with expenditure of Rs.2839.54 crore as on April 21, 2006.

Though Panchayati Rg Inditutions are implementing the scheme freedom is given to the
individuas on the choice of the desgn. Rurd housng is a busnes plan desgned to
subgtantialy augment the rurd infrastructure base of the country. |

In oder to fadlitae immediae rdief to the vicims oaf cdamities, the Didrict
CollectorgDidrict MagidratesDeputy Commissioners a the didrict leved have been
authorized to utilize from the didrict dlocation of IAY (induding State share) or from ther
own resources and render assgtance to the victims in the condruction of houses damaged due
to fire, riots and arson, as per IAY norms. The amount spent by the DRDA will be reimbursed
(Centrd share) by the Minigry after submisson of requiste documents, from the funds kept
under 5% IAY meant for naturd calamities.

Inititives have been taken for the preparation of a Permanent |AY Waitlist of beneficiaries
which will be displayed a a prominent place in every Gram Panchaya. Hence, the sdection
process will now be more trangparent. This Permanent Waitlist will be dislayed a every
Gram Panchayat. It is expected that this measure will end any arbitrariness or madpractices in
the sdlection process of beneficiaries.

Implementation of IAY in Maharashtra : Out of the totd target of 78478 dweling units
65608 were condructed during the year 2005-06. The centre has dlocated Rs.147.15 crore for
2005-06 and an amount of Rs. 149.61 crore has been released upto March 2006.



54 Rura Roads

Under Bharat Nirman, in order to ensure fam to maket connectivity, mgor thrust has been
given for condruction o rural roads.

S fa dnce inception, 91900 Kms. of road have been built which provide dl-westher
connectivity to 25697 hebitations out of which, 15543 Kms has been built in 2004-05 and
22,752 kms. has been built in 2005-06. 3915 habitaions have been provided with connectivity
in 2005-06.

The Budgetary dlocation under PMGSY has been subdantidly enhanced. The average
Budgetary dlocation for the period 2000-04 was Rs. 2400 crore, which has been enhanced to
Rs. 4200 crore in 2005-06.

With a view to accderate the pace of work, the process of project clearance has been fast
tracked. As a reault, project of Rs. 8300 crore has been cleared in 2005-06. In order to
improve the pace of implementation of the programme in cetan lagging behind dates specid
measures such asinduction of Centra Executive Agencies have been taken.

In order to ensure proper qudity of condruction, threetier qudity monitoring has been
introduced. Reporting has been made on-line.

Implementation of the scheme in Maharashtraa The Government of Maharashtra has
completed 82997 km road works in 2004-05 under PMGSY covering 173 habitations. Under
the same stheme, the State has completed 322.96 km roads in 2005-06 covering 93 habitations
with centrd assgance of Rs. 141.92 crore. Under Bharat Nirman, 255.88 km road work has
been completed further covering 46 habitations.

55 Rural Telephony

0 Tdecom connectivity has a crucid role to play in building the infrastructure for a
modern India To bridge the vagt digitd divide between rurd and urban aress, the concept of
Universd Sarvice Obligation has been enunciaied to provide access to basc telecommunication
sarvices to people in rurd and remote aress a dffordable and reasonable prices Under the
Bharat Nirman Programme, 66,822 revenue villages in the country, which have not yet been
provided with a Village Public Teephone (VPT), shdl be covered by November, 2007. An
edimaied sum of Rs. 451 Crores would be incurred to provide subsidy support for these VPTs.
The entire funding shdl be me out of the Universd Savice Obligation (USO) Fund and no
separate dlocation from Government would be required.

Benefits from the programme

o] Villagers in these 66,822 villages will have access to tdephone fadlity a an affordable
price enabling them to connect to the ret of the world through the telecom network.



0 Provison of communicaion fadlities shdl pave the way for the economic deveopment
of the village and offer new opportunities of growth

In the state of Maharadhtra, 6441 villages which do not have a Village Public Teephone (VPT)

have been identified. 5945 villages will be provided VPTs on wirding fixed wirdess terminds
while 496 villages which ae remotdy located and cannot be provided teephone on
convertiond technologies shdl be provided VPTs udng Digtd Sadlite Phone Teminds
(DSPTs), equipment for which is being procured. 2830 villages have been provided VPTS as on
31.03.2006 and the remaining villages will be provided with VPTs by November, 2007.

5.6I1rrigation

Goal: 10 million hectares (100 lakhs) of additiond irrigation capeacity to be created by 2009.
The Minigtry of Water Resources in collaboration with State Governments is respongible for
cregtion of additiona 10 million hectares of irrigation cgpacity by the year 2009 through mgor,
medium and minor irrigation projects complemented by ground water deve opment.

Current Status. The ultimate irrigation potentid for the country has been edimated as 139.88
million hectare (Mha) which indude potentid through mgor & medium irrigation projects
(58.46 Mha), surface water based minor irrigation schemes (1742 Mha) and ground water
devdopment (6400 Mha). So far, the irrigation potentid of 99.36 Mha has dready been
created. However, the created potentid has not been fully utilised and the gap between created
and utilised potentia has been estimated to be of the order of 14 Mha.

In view of above drategy incudes the devdopment of irrigation potentid through new
projects along with retoration of potentia which has gonein disuse or could not be utilised.

Major and Medium Irrigation (MMI) Projects

For the country as a whole, 66% of the ultimate irrigation potentid of mgor & medium
projects has been created. 388 Mgor and Medium irrigation projects which were taken up prior
to or during the IX Pan ae 4ill ongoing which would result in cregion of 121 Mha of
additiond irrigation potentid. In addition, the States have proposed 204 Mgor and Medium
projects during X Plan and the potentid likely to be cregted is of the order of 4.99 Mha

S fa, 173 mgor & medium, 4169 minor and 21 Extenson, Renovaion and
Modernization (ERM) projects have been provided Centra Loan Assdance under Accderaed
Irrigetion Benefit Programme (AIBP). The potentid creation through projects supported under
AIBP has been found to be 0.35 Mha per year with about 047 Mha per year in the lagt two
yeas As per exiding Plan, the projected cregtion of irrigation potentid through AIBP is 0.50
Mha per year in the remaining period of X Fve year Plan.

The average rate of cregtion of irrigation potentid through Mgor and Medium projects
from 1951 to 1997 has been found to be of the order of 0.51 Mha per year. During the year
1997 to 2005, the rae for cregtion has been found to be 0.92 Mha per year. The pace of
cregtion of new irrigation potentia through Mgor and Medium project has increased in recent
pagt. This is probably due to fruition of projects started much earlier, which has been hastened
due to increased support through AIBP.



The projects for extenson, renovaion and modernization (ERM) of mgor and medium
irrigation schemes are a0 being implemented with arangement Smilar to that for completion
of ongoing mgor & medium schemes The implementation of ERM projects dong with
Command Area Deveopment and Waer Management (CAD & WM) hdp in sudaning the
cregted fadilities and in improving the utilizetion.

Minor Irrigation Schemes

There is condderable vaiaion in cregion of irrigaion potentid through minor
irrigation (both surface and ground water) schemes from Staie to State. While full potentia
through minor irrigation has been tgpped in some of the Sates, it is rddivdy vey low in
others.

Minor Irrigaion through surface water covers water sources (tanks and  smadl
reservoirs) with a culturable command area (CCA) of less than 2000 ha.  About 70% of the
ultimate potential through surface water based minor irrigation schemes has snce been crested.
The Report of the Nationd Commisson for Integrated Water Resources Development points
out that the carrying capacity of tanks has decreased over time for a variety of reasons and that
the restoration and renovation of tanks and other loca sourcesis a priority task.

Snce 2004-05, a scheme for “Repair, Renovation and Redoration of Water Bodies
directly linked to Agriculture’ has been teken up as a State Sector Scheme. The Filot Scheme
IS being implemented in sdected 16 didricts of the country through Didrict-Leve
Implementation Committee with active community paticipation. The man objectives of the
scheme are to restore and augment the storage capacities of water bodies and to recover and
extend their logt irrigation potentid.

Ground Water Development

From the surveys conducted for edimation of avalability and status of ground water,
the Centra Ground Water Board (CGWB) has identified aress that are over-exploited (where
exploitation is more than naturd recharge of ground water) and aress that are “criticd or dark”
(where draft is between 70% to 100% of the naturd recharge of ground waeter). The recent
aurvey indicates that out of 7414 identified units (blockstadukas /watershed), 471 ae
“Overexploited” and 318 are “Criticd or Dark” units. Thus less tan 11% of the tota units fdl
under the caegory of “over-exploited” and “criticd”. The ultimate irrigation potentid to be
cregted is based on the assessed replenishable groundwater after duly accounting for the
domestic and indudrid uses (about 10%). It has been assessed that ground water is ill
avalable for utilisstion in many pats of the country, paticulaly in the esstern pats of the
country, Madhya Pradesh and Chhatisgarh and in specific pockets of Andhra Pradesh,
Karnataka, Maharashtra and Jammu & Kashmir. In Punjab, Hayana, Rgagthan, Gujarat and
Tamil Nadu, the rechargesble quantum of ground water has been exceeded and mining of datic
reserves has commenced. This reinforces the need to take urgent steps to increase recharge and
conservation.

6. National Rural Employment Guarantee Programme

It is a pathbregking initigtive to provide legd guarantee to work and to trandorm ‘the
geogrgphy  of povety’. The Nationd Rurd Employment Guarantee Act (NREGA) 2005
ewvisages securing the livdihood of people in rurd aess by guaranteeing 100 days of
employment in a financid year to a rurd household. The Act provides a socid safety net for the
vulnerable households and an opportunity to combine growth with equity. 200 didricts are to
be covered in the firg phase of implementation. This programme was launched on February 2,
2006. In cetan Sates, the programme's launch is pending the completion of dectord process.

The progress shown in the report pertains to the firg three months of implementation. The main
provisons of the Act are;

Employment to be given within 15 days of gpplication for work

If employment is not provided within 15 days daly unemployment dlowance in cash
hasto be pad.

Employment within 5 km radius, dse extrawages to be paid.

At least one-third beneficiaries have to be women.

Gram Sabhawill recommend works.

Gram Panchayat to execute at least 50 per cent of works.
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7. PRIshaveaprindpd rolein planning and implementation.

8. Trangparency, accountability and socid audit would be ensured through inditutiond
mechanism at dl levels

9. Grievance redressd mechaniam to be put in place for ensuring a regpondve
implementation.

NREGA marks a paradigm shift from dl earlier and existing wage employment programmes
because it isan Act and not just a scheme. It provides alegd guarantee to work.

The rurd households in the 200 didricts will have the right to regiser themsdves with the locd
gran panchayat as pesons intereted in getting employment under the Act. The Gram
Panchayat upon verification will regiger the household and issue a job card which is a legd
document entitling a person to ask for work under the Act.

An amount of Rs16419 crore has been proposed for the implementation of NREGA in 200
digricts in 2006-07. The ongoing progranmes of Sampoorna Grameen Rozgar Yogana
(SGRY) and Nationd Food For Work Programme (NFFWP) would be subsumed with NREGA
in the 200 identified didricts The Act is a very bold gep of the Government to efface poverty
from rurd Indiaand flourish in the era of liberdization and globalisation.

Maharashtra : 12 didricts have been identified under the Naiond Rurd Employment
Guarantee Act (NREGA) from the State. 2335602 households have been registered for which
288921 job cards were issued. An amount of Rs17961.645 lakh has been earmarked in the
finanda year 2006-07. Employment has been provided to 44310 persons and 4735 works are

in progress.

7. Jawaharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Misson

The am of the Jawaharld Nehru Nationd Urban Renewd Misson (INNURM) is to encourage
reforms and fadt track planned devdopment of identified cities Focus is to be on efficiency in
urban infrastructure and service  ddivery  mechanisms,  community  particpation, and
accountability of Urban Locd Bodies/Parastatd agencies towards citizens.

INNURM was formally launched on 3° December, 2005.

9. Right to Information Act (RTI)

(A.) INTRODUCTION:



With the objective of bringing Transparency and Accountability in the working of every public
authority, UPA government enacted this ‘Right to Information Act (RTI)-2005'. This acts ams
a sdting up a practica regime for ctizens to secure access to informaion from Public
Authorities, in order to promote openness, trangparency and accountability.

This Act says “Democracy requires an informed citizenry and trangparency of informeation
which are vitd to its functioning and dso to contain corruption and to hold Government and
ther instrumentalities accountable to the governed.

In his gpeech on 11" May 2005 in the Paliament, the Prime Miniger, Dr. Manmohan Singh
has cdealy aticulated the spirit behind this Act: “I bedieve tha the passage of this Bill will see
the dawn of a new era in our processes of governance, an era of performance and efficiency, an
era which will ensure that benefits of growth flow to al sections of our people, an era which
will diminate the scourge of corruption, an era which will bring the common man's concern to
the heart of dl processes of governance, an era which will truly fulfill the hopes of the founding
fathers of our Republic.”

(B.) IMPLEMENTATION POSITION OF RTI AT CENTRE AND STATES LEVEL:

It
takes a comprehensve goproach in pursuit of increesed access to information for improved
governance. This Rs 6.86 Crore project is being smultaneoudy implemented in the following
twelve States (24 didricts @2 districts per State) over a period of three years.
